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Everyone knows that logic models are mind numbingly tedious, but who knew they could be funny? This parody of a logic model shows the pretentious language, circular reasoning and made up cause and effect relationships that are typical of real world logic models. Organizations spend countless hours developing logic models for funding applications, but then have no use for them in day to day management. Do funders create logic models for their own organizations?  Don't bet on it. There's a message in this fake logic model, "Stop wasting our time. There's real work to be done." It also provides good advice about common management problems like when to hire and fire the chimp and where to put the orange box.
